POSOLE

1-2 lbs frozen hominy, (posole) rinsed, cover with water
2-3lbs pork in bite size pieces, floured
2 cups diced onion
6 cloves minced garlic
2T salt or 1tsp. salt and 1T chicken boullion
1/4T oregano,  
1T cumin
3-6 or more red chili pods dried, rinsed, crumbled, or 2T red chili powder, 
      or you may use both

Place posole in large pot, covered with water, simmer several hours, or 
pressure cook 45 min. In skillet brown pork cubes covered with flour.  Add 
onion, garlic, simmer add to above posole in pot. Add boullion, salt, 
oregano, red chilis and/or powder. Simmer. Add more water to cover if 
needed. Serve with red chili sauce and warm tortillas.
