DUES, MEALS & THE BUDGET
Many newcomers have asked us why

our membership dues are so low. They
comment: “But, the Club offers so
much.”

Our budget is based on having a full
house (around 200 people) for each
meal, November through March. When
we sell fewer than 200 tickets, we are
looking at a budget shortfall. 

It is not our intention to compete with
local restaurants. We offer only two
breakfasts and two dinners per month
each season, and menu selections are
different from theirs. Our prices, which
are comparable to those in restaurants,
include coffee and dessert, and gratuities
are not necessary. By attending these
meals, you enable us to keep your dues
low and pay those expenses. 

So I encourage you to come out to our
breakfasts and dinners. You are
supporting your club and getting more
than just a good meal!
