Jerry and Jo
Menefee, Barbara Reedy, Myron and
Marcy Joy, George and Laurel Hakim,
Julian and Marge Babiuk, Bill Burchett,
and Tony Zepeda cooked breakfast in the
Club kitchen and delivered meals to our
neighbors in Old Kino.
